A place
where time had seemed to forget, and if I had ever fancied myself a
mountain man at 10 years old, well, I understood that it was far from
the TV version of Grizzly Adam's I was fond of in the 70's. I
remember the smell of his leather, and the creak of his holster,
where when we were hiking through the wilderness endlessly,
almost lulled me to sleep, and gave comfort knowing that he was
strong enough, as well as proficient enough with his magnum pistols
of choice to defend against large predator attacks. His sense of
humor, like my father's was infectious, however his sterness was
also just as. You knew, just with a look what was going on, and from
just a look, something behind the eyes, as with my father as well,
you knew what seems to be impossible to even emote with a
thousand words today. He was a very complex man, but without
pretense or seeming to be. I am saddened that I have missed his
passing as I had hoped to be able to see him again. Perhaps I will,
perhaps he'll have a fire up ahead waiting.
