A native of Oconee County, Mike was the son of the late Walter Alvin and
Ruth Bell Rice Smith. Mike was a graduate of Seneca High School. He was a
member of Blue Ridge Masonic Lodge #92, Hejaz Shrine Temple, Blue Ridge
Shrine Club and the Oconee Hillbilly Clan. He worked many years for SCHD,
with the road location and the right of way crew and was a part of the crew
that did the initial survey for SC HWY 11. He was hired by Duke Energy during
construction of the plant. Once the plant was completed he worked in
mechanical maintenance and planning until his retirement. 

“Redeye” was known around the community for his love of antique gas
pumps. He and Sallie enjoyed traveling the US in search of vintage items for
his collection, and made many friends along the way.
